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4. Statutory Rapeis sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of
consent. In California the age of consent is 18. If force was used or threatened, or the
victim was incapable of giving consent because of his/her age or temporary or permanent
mental impairment, the offense is Rape, not Statutory Rape.

Robbery: the taking or attempting to take anything from value of the care, custody or control of a
person or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or by putting the victim in fear.
Aggravated Assault: an unlawful attack by one person upon another fothe purpose of inflicting
severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a
weapon or by means likely to produce death or great bodily harm.

Burglary: The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or a theft (i.e., thefts from dorm
rooms).

Theft of a Motor Vehicle:The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. (include -joyriding).
Arson: The willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a
dwelling house, publi

% Weapon Law Crimes violation of laws or ordinances prohibiting the manufacture, sale,
purchase, transportation, possession, concealment, or use of firearms, cutting instruments,
explosives, incendiary devices or other deadly weapons.

% Drug Law Crimes violation of laws prohibiting the production, distribution and/or use of certain
controlled substances and the equipment or devices utilized in their preparation and/or use. The
unlawful cultivation, manufacture, distribution, sale, purchase, use, possession, transportation or
importation of any controlled drug or narcotic substance. Arrests for violations of state and local
laws, specifically those relating to the unlawful possession, sale, use, growing, manufacturing and
making of narcotic drugs.

% Liquor Law Crimes:are defined as the violation of state or local laws or ordinances prohibiting
the manufacture, sale, purchase, transportation, possession or use of alcoholic beverages, not
including driving under the influence and drunkenness.
